chunks / adverbial openers

 Using a hyphen to link words 
 

 Stone-cold 
So-called waitress 
Under-cooked 

 

 Using commas/dashes/brackets to 

show parenthesis  

The pizza – which was supposed to be a treat – was absolutely 
horrendous! 

 

 Using a dash/colon to separate 

clauses
