Subject Overviews

Dear Parent/Carer

The first term has flown by, and we are now welcoming in the Spring Term and a new year! We are kicking off the New Year with a Personal Development Fortnight based around Design Technology. If you have the time, please pop in on Friday 19th January, at 2.15pm, to see what we have been learning.  We look forward to meeting you at our Parents’ Consultation Evenings, which will be Wednesday 6th March from 3.30-7.00pm & Thursday 7th March from 3.30-6.00pm, but if any issues arise in the meantime, please don’t hesitate to contact us.

English
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This term, we will be looking at a variety of text types in order to continue to improve our writing such as: an explanation text and an ethical dilemma as an argument. We will also be using the play script of Macbeth by William Shakespeare to convert it to a narrative. In addition, we will continue to focus on the basics of spelling, punctuation and grammar.

Mathematics
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This term we will be continuing to focus on number operations and relating these to real life problems. We will spend a lot of time focusing on worded problems and will be consolidating our work on shape, measure and data handling. We will also be continuing our work on fractions, decimals and percentages. Our Back-to-Basics sessions will continue to develop the speed of mental recall, particularly when it comes to times tables and division facts. 
Science
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We will be learning about Earth and Space with special emphasis on day and night, seasons and gravity.
Computing

In Computing, we will be continuing to develop our work on computer programming as well as learning how to find information from reliable sources.

Games/PE
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In Games we will be practicing invasion games through basketball. Our PE will be based around tennis and fitness. PE Kits are needed on Tuesday and Wednesday. Please ensure the correct PE kit is worn. 
Music
In Music we will be listening to music which has been used to represent space and thinking about the techniques that have been used by various musicians. We will also be conducting our own pieces of music.
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French
The children will learn the names of some theme park rides and how to engage in longer conversations as well as give a written recount. In the second half of the term, they will learn all about the Solar System and 

understand more challenging texts. They will also write a description of a planet.
RE/PSHE
In RE we will be learning about beliefs, respect and understanding, with a focus on Hinduism. In PSHE, we will have two topics: Dreams and Goals, and Healthy Me. 
 

In History we will be looking at the history of space travel and thinking about what possibilities the future holds.
