As you are aware, Year Six children across the country will be sitting their Statutory Assessment Tests or SATs very soon. The idea of these tests is for teachers to learn about the strengths and areas of improvement for all children in the subjects English and Maths.

Children will receive a statement indicating whether they have achieved the standard or not alongside a standardised score between 80 and 120 for each subject. A score between 80 and 99 indicates a child is working towards the expected standards, a score between 100 and 109 indicates a child is working at the expected standards and a score between 110 and 120 indicates a child is working at greater depth. All tests are sent away for marking. Results will be released with end of year reports in July. 

Below is a timetable for your information. Please do all that you can to ensure that your child is present for these exams. If there is any reason your child will not be in school on the day of a test, please call the school to let us know immediately, so we can make the necessary arrangements. All tests take place in the morning.

Could you please ensure that on these days, pupils have a good night’s sleep and have a good breakfast before they come to school. We will also provide children with a snack before they sit their test.

Although SATs week can be quite nerve-racking, we do our best to create a sense of team spirit and make the whole process a positive experience. Certainly, in past years the great majority of our Year Six pupils have benefited from the experience. We are sure that our current Year Six will be brilliant!
