All about us

Home-School Book
Your child will be issued with a Home-School Book. They will be expected to bring it into school every day. 

Class teachers can be contacted via the class emails.

Homework
All the children are expected to read at home as much as they can, either paper books or through their Myon login.  They should also practise their spellings and times tables.  All children will have a TTRockstars login that enables them online tables learning and challenges.  Additional Maths and other subjects are set throughout the year.
Medicines

We can only administer prescribed medication. Parents/Carers should bring any medication (including inhalers for asthma) into the School Office and complete a Medication Form.  If medication needs to be taken at a specific time of day, we expect the child to remember to ask for his/her medicine.  

If your child suffers with asthma, please bring the inhaler into the school office in its original pack.  It should be marked clearly with the child’s name and class.  All inhalers are kept in the Medical Room to avoid loss or misuse. They are always accessible.

Children with a serious medical condition will need to have a healthcare plan, please contact the school if you believe this applies to your child.

Lunchtimes

Hot school lunches are supplied by Romans Field School and cost £2.45. They are cooked daily using fresh ingredients, delivered to our School and served by Romans Field staff. Meals are ordered online via ParentMail; a help guide can be found on our website. All meals must be ordered by the Tuesday of the previous week.

If you choose not to use this service, you should provide a packed lunch for your child or, if you wish to take your child home for lunchtimes, then please send a note to your child’s class teacher.

Free School Meals

If you think your child is eligible for free school meals, you will need to register for this. Contact the school for details. We encourage parents and carers to do this as it also enables the school to receive additional funding.
Snacks
Children may bring fruit or vegetables to eat at break time. Dried fruits are also acceptable.

Bagels

We currently supply bagels to any child who wants to have them during registration in the morning.  If you do not want your child to have one, please contact the office.

Water Bottles and Bags
We provide the children with a water bottle and drawstring bag when they join the school and at the start of each new academic year.  
As a school, we are very limited on space and ask that you only use the bag provided.

Replacement bags and bottles can be purchased at a cost of £2.00 each.

Toys​
We cannot guarantee the safety of toys which are brought into school. Please ensure your child does not bring toys into school. This includes fidget spinners.

School Uniform

	All clothing must be clearly marked with your child’s name.

There is a lost property box in case anything is mislaid.

Please note, children will come to school in their PE kits on the days they have PE and Games.
Jewellery

For safety reasons, pupils cannot wear jewellery to school, with the exception of stud earrings and a watch. These items must be removed by the child before taking part in Games or PE, on grounds of safety.  

If you are considering getting your child’s ears pierced, please do so during the school holidays. We do not allow earrings to be taped up.

Absences

If your child is absent for any reason, please contact the school on the morning of the absence, unless you have already sent in a written note to advise the reason for absence.
You must contact the School Office every day your child is absent. 
To ensure the safety of all children, we will contact you every day to ensure your child is safe as we have a duty of care.  If we haven’t heard from you by 09:30, our automated system will call you to ascertain the reason for the absence. Any absence not explained by parents is recorded as "unauthorised." Alternatively, you can also email us on attendance@bvs.ilf.education if that is easier for you.
Holidays

Please support us in not booking holidays in term time. The Head of School cannot authorise these and they may result in a Fixed Penalty Notice being served.

Emergencies

In order that we can contact parents in case of an emergency during the day, we ask parents to supply us with two up to date daytime telephone numbers or contacts. Ideally, we would like 2 mobile phone numbers and email address’ as we have a text/email system to notify parents of impending events or emergency closures. If you have changed your telephone number or place of work, please let us know as soon as possible.

ParentMail

ParentMail is our main form of communication with parents. Once your child has started BVS you will receive an invitation via email to join. If you do not receive the invitation by the second week of term (or a week after your child has started) please contact the school office so we can check your email details. 

Equipment
Children are provided with all stationery and equipment needed for the school day. No valuables or large sums of money should be brought into school. All monies must be handed to the Class Teacher for safe keeping. Unfortunately, we do not have large amounts of storage space, therefore, we provide all children with a small bag to bring to and from school. No additional bags are needed to be bought in.

Bikes

If you wish for your child to ride a bike into BVS you must request a bike pass form from the office. If we have a spare place in our bike racks, we will then issue your child with a bike pass. You will need to sign a form confirming that the bike is roadworthy.  We do not allow scooters on site.
Mobile Phones

If you feel it is essential that your child brings a mobile phone in to school, you must contact the office who will then issue your child with a phone pass. All phones must be clearly labelled with your child’s name and handed in at the start of the morning to be placed in a safe and collected at the end of the day. We cannot be held responsible for losses or damage to mobile phones.

Please note, smart watches that may connect to the phones are not permitted. 

Swimming

Children have the opportunity to have swimming lessons during Year 4. They will need a swimming costume/trunk and a towel for this activity; you will be advised in advance when the swimming lessons will take place.

Whilst we will do our best to care for any children arriving before this time, we cannot guarantee suitable adult supervision.

If you collect your child, please arrive at school for a 15:20 pick up. If you are running late, please contact us to let us know. There will be a charge if a child is not collected; unless the situation is an emergency. 

Breakfast Club
We offer a Breakfast Club from 07:40 every morning.  Breakfast will be provided to all children, if required. We also offer an Early Drop Club from 08:00 every morning Please contact the office on admin@bvs.ilf.education if you would like your child to attend.  
Parents’ Evenings

These are held once a term. You will be able to discuss your child’s progress along with any other issues with your child’s teacher.

Tests & Assessments

As parents you will be able to see the progress your child is making. Assessments are ongoing and your child’s teachers will be constantly assessing what they know and what they understand. All assessments are used to monitor the children’s progress and to provide them with targeted help or extension work where necessary.

Upon entry into BVS we use the assessments provided by our Feeder Schools to equip us with invaluable information. Year 4 children take the Multiplication Online Test in June.  At the end of Year 6 the children sit their Key Stage 2 SATs. The results from these assessments will form part of the annual report to parents in July.

Reports

	These are provided at the end of each academic year. Parents are invited in to discuss them and are also asked to feedback any comments or suggestions in writing.



	Fees and Charges

The Governing Board reserves the right to make a charge in the following circumstances for activities organised by the school:

· School Journeys in School Hours

The board and lodging element of residential activities and study visits which take place within school hours.

· Transport

Journeys to and from any school trips

· Activities Outside School Hours

The full costs to each child of optional extra-curricular activities which take place outside school hours.

· Music

Extra-curricular musical instrument lessons provided by peripatetic music teachers. This has to be paid before the term starts.

· Charging in Kind

A contribution towards the cost of materials, ingredients and equipment for Cooking, and Design and Technology. In particular charges may apply if parents indicate that they wish to have a child’s finished piece of work or product.

· Breakages and Damages

Parents may be required to meet the cost of breakages and damages where this is the result of their child's behaviour.

· General

The Governing Board may amend the categories of activity for which a charge may be made. Nothing in this policy precludes the Governing Board from inviting parents to make a voluntary contribution towards the cost of providing education for their children.
