border
A strip that goes around the edge of something.

crowstep pattern
A decorative border pattern made from triangles.
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grout
A paste used to fill gaps.
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guilloché pattern
A decorative border pattern made by interlacing two strands.
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interstice

A small gap, crack or space.

meander pattern

A decorative border pattern made from a continuous line with repeated right-angle
turns.

mosaic

A picture or pattern made using many small pieces of coloured stone or glass.
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pattern
A regularly repeated arrangement or design made from lines, shapes or colours.
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tesserae
The small pieces of coloured stone or glass used to make a mosaic.
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wave pattern
A decorative border pattern made up of a wave-like pattern.
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
